SUMMARY
This Program was a partnership with the ASC Active After School Communities Program and the local communities within the Islands of the Torres Strait. It is designed to introduce and encourage participation and development of the emerging hockey program in the Region by engaging directly with community, offering support in the process of planning and delivery of the following:-

(a) hockey participation programs

(b)  hockey coach and officiating accreditation programs

(c) Discussions relating to participation in the Migi Kokan regional hockey competition

Hockey has worked with Tagai State College and AASC Active After School Communities Program and has the support of these organizations. The Remote and Indigenous Hockey Development Program provided specialist coaching and management and administration support to ensure that the best available outcomes could be achieved.

Western Islands of the Torres Strait

General Info
Badu Island (Mulgrave Island) is an island 60 km north of Thursday Island Queensland, Australia in the Torres Strait.

Badi Island once had a feared reputation as an island of headhunters. Warfare, turtle and dugong hunting were the main occupations of Badu men until the 1870s; turtle and dugong hunting continued after this.

Pearlers established bases on the island during the 1870s and by the early 1880s the islanders were becoming dependent on wages earned as lugger crew. At the same time, the first missionaries arrived at the people's request. At the peak of the shell industry in the late 1950s, the Badu fleet of 13 boats employed a workforce of 200 providing work for many men, even from other islands as well. However, once the shell trade declined, many people moved to the mainland for work.

The language of Badu is Kala Lagaw Ya however Creole is spoken in conversation. English is the third language..

A number of other locally owned run businesses are in operation at Badu including live seafood exports

            Equipment:-
This Island is a sand based Island. Plenty of open flat land available and the Island community is very sports minded. There is a school oval available. 
  Badu Island has a sport and recreation officer and is playing a key role in the development and advancement of sports programs. Badu Island was involved in Migi Kokan and wants to advance the sport locally.
              Points to Recognize:
As English is a second language and sometimes third, how the programs are delivered need to be flexible to recognize this. The content will reflect the facilities and program designed to meet their needs however it must be recognized that local people will more than likely speak the local language when delivering programs and we need to reflect this in our training.  Ensuring the community is comfortable with the sport is the first task and then making them more comfortable teaching it is the second. 

Resources offered must be able to compliment the type of modified program. The Rooky Gear is a very appropriate option as a introductory tool while Hook in2 Hockey packs will become relevant in the future but issues like delivery time, freight charges and complimentary community training must always be factors when developing and progressing programs in this community.


The community support for a team to attend Migi Kokan was very high. Interest was there with the young people but there was also interest with the adults to play roles as trainers and coaches.

These people will be registered as a Hockey Community Coach as part of the Hockey Australia – Hockey Ed accreditation process.

Coaches who previously attended training programs came to have skills updated.

The Hockey Queensland Remote and Indigenous Hockey Development Program issues certificates to local community members who meet all the competencies and requirements. A copy of the certificate is attached.

The community hockey coaches indicated they will assist in programs delivered at the school and as part of the AAASC and community program. These coaches will also be involved in the development of the Badu Island Hockey team to compete in the Migi Kokan.

General Information:
 Mabuiag (aka "Mabuyag", often miscalled Mabuiag Island, also formerly "Jervis Island") is an island in the Bellevue Islands, 100 km north of Thursday Island Queensland, Australia in the Napoleon Passage and Arnolds Passage of Torres Strait. It has other traditional names as well, such as Gumu (strictly speaking the name of the North-West part of Mabuiag).

This island is one of the Torres Strait Islands, originally named by Captain William Bligh, "Jervis Island", and so labelled on early English language maps.[1] The language of the island is Kala Lagaw Ya.

The "Footprints before me - Torres Strait Island Missions and Communities" webpage tells the following history of Mabuiag Island and the people living there[2]
"The Mabuiag people had a reputation for hostility to outsiders until their acceptance of Christianity in the early 1870s. In 1877 the mission moved to Bau where the water supply was better. Later, the missionaries persuaded the people to join them at Bau, which became the main settlement. By 1898, Mabuiag people were labouring on pearling luggers for wages, while many followed work to Thursday Island and further to the mainland. An official presence on Mabuiag began during the mid-1920s when Queensland Government posted teachers there. An Island Industries Board store opened in 1946"
In February 2008, a New South Wales nurse was raped by a resident of the island. The incident prompted a review of security on the island. The woman had been working on the island for a few months and had complained to her superiors about the lack of adequate security on the island.[3]
In April 2010, a Magistrates' Court was opened on the island for the first time.[4] The court is part of the Torres Strait Court Circuit which is conducted on various islands in the Torres Strait on a rotational basis.

             Equipment:-
The oval at the school and the adjacent basketball courts are used for outside activities. Both are adequate to begin a hockey program. The backdrop must be one of the most beautiful in the straits.

  The school has goal nets that can be used but they need netting. They have equipment but need hockey balls to advance the program.

              Points to Recognize:
This is a very small community so logistics become a problem when ooking at local competition. Access to the regional hockey competition is the only real way opportunity can be presented to the young people to learn the skills associated with team competition. 

  Training programs were well received and supported.
  The community seems keen to become involved and we will work through the school and community programs to try and advance the opportunities and provide access to this regional competition.

             Accreditation
There were 7 people across the Island community who attended and participated. All completed the requirements. These people were trained in English but were tested and delivered in the Creole conversation language of the Torres Strait. It enables the participants to feel comfortable and explain these new skills in a manner and language that they are comfortable with rather than trying to struggle to find the appropriate English word to apply. 

These people will be registered as a Hockey Community Coach as part of the Hockey Australia – Hockey Ed accreditation process.


The Hockey Queensland Remote and Indigenous Hockey Development Program issues certificates to local community members who meet all the competencies and requirements. A copy of the certificate is attached.


The community hockey coaches indicated they will assist in programs delivered at the school and as part of the AAASC and community program. These coaches will also be involved in the development of the Mabuiag Hockey team to compete in the Migi Kokan.

               Clinics
 AASC Program was delivered and we used this as a mentoring session. As part of the community approach to the development of the hockey program, the AASC will deliver hockey programs in Term 3 and 4 as training for inclusion in the regional hockey competition – Migi Kokan.


24 participants took part in the AASC scheduled program which delivered hockey and trained the deliverers in skills and drills to support the preparation for the regional carnival.


Adults from the community came and watched and the new coaches participated in programs to gain experience.

Meetings and Discussions were held with Council, supporters and school to ensure a consistent message supporting the introduction of these programs.
                   Actions
Dialogue will continue and a plan to include a team from Mabuiag Island in the 2010 Migi Kokan will be developed. Community contacts as well as school contacts will be involved. This will be ongoing. 

Moa Island
Formerly known as (Banks Island) is an island 40km north of Thursday Island, Queensland, Australia in the Banks Channel of Torres Strait.

This island is one of the Torres Strait Islands and is the largest within the "Near Western" group. It has 2, settlements, Kubin and St. Pauls, connected by bitumen and a gravel road.

Kubin is a community largely made up of the original Italgal, the Mualgal from north Moa, some of the Kulkalgal of Nagi, and the Kaiwalgal (Kaurareg) people, who were moved to Poid, on the southwestern corner of Moa Island in 1921. Poid was abandoned after World War II; one group moving back to their Narupai (Horn Island) homeland and the remainder moved southeast to Kubin under the leadership of Wees Nawia. Kubin residents retain their links with the Thursday Island, Bamaga and Cowal Creek (Injinoo) communities and with their help have established a number of business enterprises.

Services in Kubin include: Ibis store, Health Centre, School (Tagai College), RTC with Mualgau Knowledge Centre, Post Office, Disability Services, Childcare centre, Police, Mualgal Mineral Arts Centre and Torres Strait Island Regional Council office.

Accommodation is run by the Kubin Torres Strait Regional Island Council. When visiting the community you can stay at Aka Babeth-Na Mudth (Motel) and also dongers that are air conditioned.

St Pauls is the other settlement on Moa. After the forced repatriation of Pacific Islander labourers, following the federal government's introduction of a restrictive immigration policy in 1904, the Queensland Government set aside a reserve on Moa's eastern shore for those who had married Torres Strait Islanders and Aboriginal people. In 1908 the Anglican Church began developing St Pauls Mission. They also established the St Pauls Native Training College. A community council was established under the Torres Strait Islander Act 1939, and in 1985, the St Pauls community gained ownership of their land through a Deed of Grant in Trust.

The language of Kubin is Kala Lagaw Ya (Muwalgau/Italgau and Kaiwalgau sub-dialects), while that of St Pauls is Brokan (Torres Strait Creole), though many people are bilingual in Kala Lagaw Ya.

 There were 5 people who were accredited and one travelled from St Paul to      attend. There was one community person who had travelled as a student to Pakistan and was quite skillful in the game of hockey as a result.

                Points to Recognize:
Community organization is a challenge although on Moa Island  – discussions with Council and school indicate they are looking for this type of activity but the expectation on who and how it is conducted might be a little unrealistic.
