Tournament Rules- Basketball

· Each game will be played in two (2) 10-minute halves with 5 minutes out for half time.

· A squad can consist of ten players with the school nominating one of two options before the Carnival starts. The options are : One team with five or less subs., or have two teams of five players without subs. Thus all children may play or schools go have a team with subs.

· Safety Issue – all players must have shoes.  In special circumstances where a player is in discomfort (eg. blisters), the Disputes Committee has to be consulted.  This must be done before a player can take to the court without shoes.

· The referee’s decision is final.  Any queries should be to the Disputes Committee.

· The referee has the authority to send off children for dangerous/foolish play i.e. tripping/kicking, punching, back chatting, fighting etc.

· Five seconds in the key way for the primary competitions.

· Personal fouls will not be recorded (i.e. a player cannot be “fouled out” of a game).  If a particular player is repeatedly fouling the referee will refer the matter to the coach/manager of the team.

· The carnival for Grades 3/4/5. Will be played on Tuesday night, while the grades6/7 Tournament will be on Wednesday night. The format will depend on the number of teams .

· The carnivals will be delivered by the AAASC team from the Australian Sports Commission.

· As time is of the essence start for the carnival on each night will be : 6.00pm for warm up and team organisation (by coaches), with a first game start at 6.30pm sharp.

· Trophy presentation will happen on Thursday after the Hockey Finals. There will be Best Boy and Best Girl awards for both Carnivals.

· All other basketball rules will be enforced.

Infringements:

Players are not allowed to:

1. Raise their stick above waist height.

2. Hit an opponent with stick.

3. Use stick to obstruct an opponent.

4. Play ball with hands or feet.

5. Raise ball above knee height.

6. Obstruct an opponent – i.e. place body between the ball and an opponent.

7. Criticise or ridicule another player or umpire.

Tournament Rules- Hockey

1. Nine players on the field at one time, each team may have one reserves. This means that a squad will consist of ten players.

2. Players are restricted to their sections of the court/field, except for the three midfielders who have full access of all areas of the court/field.  Please see diagram below:

3. Numbered bibs will be provided, for each player on court/field.

4. To shoot for goal, players must be inside the marked semi-circle, immediately in front of their goal.

5. Two players at the centre circle start play with traditional ’bully’.

6. If ball goes out of bounds, non-offending team has a free stroke from the point the ball crossed the boundary line.

7. Games will be 10-minute halves, 4 minutes half time. With all finals having a time frame of 15 minutes per half and 5 minutes for half time.

8. All offending players (within a situation of a free hit) must be back five metres.  

9. When receiving a penalty free hit, the players must stop the ball and then they may choose to immediately play on without passing to another team mate. The player can choose to pass the ball to a team mate. All opposition players must be 5 metres 

Hockey News

Please note that for Hockey and Hockey only, there will be a representative team selected. Unlike the past three years when a team was selected but never played, this year it is hoped that with the help of parents to provide a team manager/s., the team will be playing a three game series against the Mid west /Mt Isa representative team. 

Players who re eligible must be attending school and be between the ages of 10 and 12. There may be exceptions to this rule if a player shows outstanding ability and parental consent to be involved is received.

This Mid west / Mt Isa team has just been formed and In conjunction with Qld. Remote Hockey , the team will be part of a weekend in Mt Isa on 

                                    OCT 28TH – OCT 30TH.
The format of the weekend will be a three game series, with the winner declared by games won, and if drawn, then by goals scored. During the weekend, top hockey coaches will be in attendance to drill and coach the children over the entire weekend.

Parents and interested persons will also have the opportunity to get a Community Coach grading over the weekend.

 The Qld. Remote Hockey organisation will also be hosting the Regional Conference for Remote Hockey centres and several persons will be selected to represent this region. The objective of the conference will be to forge the future of hockey and structured play for children and adults in the Gulf and Mid/West ,Mt Isa region.

Planning and future developments will be discussed with the real intention of producing a link between the two regions.  Then eventually with the other remote areas (Torres Strait, Cape ) to form a carnival to test the skills of all remote players ,while at the same time giving them the opportunity to display their skills in front of the next level of coaches and administrators.

What we need to know is notification of availability of any of your players who will be in attendance at the Festival of Sport Carnival .

if any of your players would like to be considered for selection, these are the following points that they should consider:

a. Available for the weekend of 28th to 30th Oct. Leaving from Normanton Friday lunchtime.

b. Fee for the trip to be $200.00, which will cover all expenses.

c. All paperwork for the trip to be completed and returned two weeks before the trip.

d. Uniforms will be provided but boys will need a pair of black shorts ,girls shorts will be supplied but bring your own is a option.

e. Team trip will arrive back in Normanton Sunday afternoon and ongoing travel from this point is the responsibility of team member parents/guardians.

Schools’ Responsibilities

To ensure the safety of students and the smooth running of the carnival over the weekend, we ask that schools regard the following.

General Supervision

· For the duration of the weekend, all students are the responsibility of their school/parents (if attending).

· All visiting officials will be issued with ID /passes ,(for risk management purposes as well as identification.) Schools and other bodies will be asked to identify all persons they wish to be issued with ID passes. This list is asked from the school or association before the Festival starts(two weeks before Carnival is cut off . Late entries will be accommodated as best as possible.)

· The school pool will also be available.  Someone must supervise students from their own school/community when they are at the pool.

· Each school will be given a designated area at the Sports Stadium.  Please ensure this area is kept tidy and left as you found it at the end of each day.  There will be plenty of bins at the Stadium and at the Karumba Recreation Club.

Punctuality

· The Carnival is being run to a very tight schedule.  Teams are required to be at the court 10 minutes PRIOR TO THE GAME starting time.

· Please observe meal times.

During the Games

· Each court for basketball and field for Hockey will have a scorer/timekeeper table.  An adult representative is required from each school to score and keep time.

· Accompanying adults and families are reminded that this carnival is about fun and good sportsmanship.  We ask that the example is set from the sideline as well as on the court. All parents accompanying the school will be issued with official name tags/pass for Risk management purposes.
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
