The Remote Hockey Program has received funding through the Commonwealth Government Department of Health and Aging – Indigenous Sport and Recreation Program to support a program that looks to increase Indigenous and Torres Strait Island Participation in the sport of Hockey.

The Remote Hockey Program has created a partnership with Cairns Hockey Inc to assist in attaining these outcomes through the modification and delivery of grass root programs, pathway and club development facilitation as well as education and training programs that take into account language, cultural differences and indigenous traditional games.
The first stage of a new hockey program is being designed to meet the needs of the Yarrabah Community near Cairns. The hockey program for 2010 will include the following

· Developing a relationship with Yarrabah State School and the HPE teacher.
· Mentoring relationship created between Yarrabah and the HQ Remote program Trainee Development Officer to observe the young people in Yarrabah. This will include attending classes with the HPE Teacher in Yarrabah.
· The creation and implementation of a 5 week hockey program in Yarrabah in Term 1 2010
· At completion of the 5 week program, Yarrabah to come to Cairns Hockey for a competition day on the turf.
· Yarrabah is wanting to be included in any competition that the Program develops which included inter school/regional competition
· Associated contacts with Mulgrave Regional Council to explore further options.
